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3.12. Biyogesitlilik ve Dogal Alanlarin Korunmasi

Bolge biyocografyasinin  6nemli bir pargasi olarak zengin bir biyogesitlilik
barindirmaktadir. Endemik bitki tiirleri, kiy1 ve deniz ekosistemleri, sulak alanlar ve maki
florasi, bolgenin ekolojik degerini artiran baglica unsurlardir. Bu dogal zenginlik, yalnizca
cevresel degil, ayn1 zamanda kiiltiirel ve ekonomik siirdiiriilebilirlik a¢isindan da korunmasi
gereken stratejik bir varliktir.

Yaban hayatin desteklenmesi amaciyla yiiriitiilen ¢calismalar arasinda yuvalama alanlarinin
korunmasi, 1s1k kirliliginin azaltilmasi, denizel yasami tehdit eden plastik atiklarin kontrolii ve
dogal yasam koridorlarinin siirekliliginin saglanmasi gibi uygulamalar one c¢ikmaktadir.
Ozellikle Kiidiir Yarimadasi, Glkdy Lagiinii ve Maz1 ¢evresi gibi hassas bolgelerde yapilan
izleme ve rehabilitasyon ¢alismalari, yerel STK’lar ve akademik kurumlarla is birligi i¢inde
yiritiilmektedir.

4.5. Halikarnas Mozolesi

Halikarnas Mozolesi, Bodrum’un gériilmeye deger tarihi yapilarindan biridir. MO 353
yilinda Kral Mausolos adma karis1 ve kiz kardesi tarafindan yaptirilmistir ve “Kral
Mausollos’un Mezar1” olarak da isimlendirilmektedir. Giinlimiizde miizelestirilmis olan bir
mezar anitidir. Bodrum Kalesi’ne epey yakin bir konumda bulunmaktadir. Mozole hem Yunan
hem de Misir mimarisini temsil etmektedir.

Halikarnas Mozolesi taslari, Bodrum Kalesi ingas1 sirasinda kullanilmistir. Anitin
yaklagik 1500 yil ayakta kaldiktan sonra bir deprem sonucu yikildig1 varsayilmaktadir.
Miizenin kalan parcalar1 British Museum’da sergilenmektedir.

Diinya’nin 7 Harikasindan biri olarak kabul edilen Halikarnas Mozolesinden her ne
kadar geriye ¢ok fazla bir sey kalmamis olsa da mutlaka goriilmesi gereken en dnemli tarihi
yerler arasinda bulunmaktadir.

3.5. Waste Management

We manage our waste according to the Waste Management Hierarchy (Waste Pyramid).
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Figure 3.4.1: Waste Pyramid

Our waste reduction methods are defined and managed according to waste types. The details
are included in the Waste Management Plan.

Waste is separated at the point of origin. Waste that cannot be separated is separated at
Hazardous and Non-Hazardous Waste Temporary Storage Areas and then sent for recycling.
The Waste Management Plan defines the responsibilities for waste collection and shipment.

3.6. Energy Management

For energy saving purposes, the opinion of an energy manager is sought during the purchase
of electricity-consuming equipment.

* All lighting throughout the hotel (90%) uses LED technology.
* Outdoor lighting features a timer system that adjusts according to daylight.
* Energy-saving comfort thermal glass windows are available throughout the facility.

* Energy-efficient, inverter-equipped, and new generation refrigerant (R32) split air
conditioners are available.

» The air conditioning units in the rooms are adjusted under the supervision of a technical
service technician.

* Sustainability and energy efficiency awareness is being raised through training and posters.

Electricity consumption is calculated and managed per guest. Management monitors the
achievement of targets and any deviations.

The average per capita electricity consumption for 2025 is measured at 5.9 kWh (Electricity/
Guest.Night ).

Our target is a 1% reduction by 2026.

3.7. Water Management
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The water problem is increasingly making its presence felt globally in social, economic,
and environmental areas. According to the Risk Report prepared for the World Economic
Forum, water scarcity is among the top three most significant risks in the world. This situation
will affect not only water-scarce basins but also many production processes. With the increasing
volume of international trade, water is now considered a global resource rather than a local one.
Therefore, the sustainability of freshwater resources is critically important not only from a
social and environmental perspective but also for the sustainability of the economy. In this
context, when the Water Risk Map is examined, it is seen that the water levels in dams are
decreasing due to climate change. The efficient use of water is also an important focus point for

us.

To this end, we are taking various measures within our hotel.

To reduce overall water consumption without compromising health, hygiene, and
guest satisfaction, the hotel uses water-saving equipment ( aerators in room sinks ).
We inform our guests about water consumption and train our staff on this subject.
We prevent unnecessary water usage by using special low-flow faucets and shower
heads.

We train our staff to detect and prevent water leaks from in-room toilets, and we ask
our guests to report such leaks to us.

We irrigate our nature-friendly garden using drip and sprinkler systems.
Furthermore, automation in the irrigation system minimizes water consumption.
Towel and linen changes in the rooms are done upon guest request, and guests are
informed accordingly. If no guest requests it, changes are made every two days.

Water consumption is calculated per room/per occupant. Management monitors the
achievement of these targets.

The average per capita electricity consumption for 2025 is measured as 0.12 cubic meters °
water ( Guest /Night ).

The target for 2026 is to maintain the current rate.

3.8.

Chemical Management

An inventory of the chemicals used has been created. Care is taken to ensure that the
chemicals procured are biodegradable . Documentation regarding this is obtained from the
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supplier. The MSDS (Material Data Sheets) of the chemicals are reviewed and kept in areas
accessible to employees. Mixtures are carefully prepared to ensure optimum chemical
consumption. Mixture percentages are recorded in the inventory. Bottles have special dosing
mechanisms. Employees receive training on chemical usage.

Guests are informed about how to request room cleaning and linen changes if needed.

Necessary precautions are taken in chemical storage areas. Chemical Storage Matrices and
Chemical Usage Instructions are in place.

3.9. Geographical Awareness

As a destination that hosts the region's unique natural and cultural heritage, it holds special
importance in geographical awareness studies. The peninsula's distinctive topography,
Mediterranean climate, endemic vegetation, and coastal ecosystems present elements that need
to be carefully considered in terms of sustainable tourism practices. In this context, it is a critical
requirement that all stakeholders operating locally act in a manner sensitive to the region's
environmental carrying capacity.

The lifestyle, architectural fabric, traditional production practices, and geographical identity
of the local people are among the fundamental elements shaping a region. Therefore, preserving
and maintaining region-specific values is a priority in sustainability practices. In particular,
local production and agro -tourism activities carried out in rural neighborhoods both support
economic development and increase geographical awareness.

Increasing pressure from construction and tourism density necessitates strategic planning
for the conservation of natural resources. Accordingly, region-specific solutions need to be
developed for issues such as water resource management, coastal protection, biodiversity
monitoring, and waste management. Geographical awareness is not only about recognizing the
natural environment but also about a sense of responsibility that ensures its sustainable
management. We conduct our activities with this awareness and understanding.

Our guests are our reason for existence. Following up on all guest complaints from all
sources, resolving them, and turning them into opportunities by informing our guests are among
our top priorities. We collect and manage guest feedback through surveys in our rooms and a
Guest Satisfaction Survey Form. We aim to increase and maintain customer satisfaction by
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implementing corrective actions. In this context, we have updated our surveys and feedback
forms to inform our guests about our sustainability efforts and enable them to provide feedback
in this area.

We also monitor feedback from guests through agencies.

We also record and evaluate feedback from our employees using our Employee Feedback
Forms, and provide feedback accordingly.

Our Suppliers & Contractors:

Our goal is community integration and support, and we work with local suppliers.

Our local supplier ratio is monitored as a performance indicator. Out of our total of 10
suppliers, 9 are sourced locally. Currently, this ratio is 90%.

Our supplier selection and evaluation criteria have been restructured to reflect
sustainability principles.

3.12. Biodiversity and Natural Area Conservation

The region boasts rich biodiversity as an important part of its biogeography. Endemic plant
species, coastal and marine ecosystems, wetlands, and maquis flora are key elements that
enhance the ecological value of the area. This natural wealth is a strategic asset that must be
protected not only for environmental reasons but also for cultural and economic sustainability.
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Increasing tourism activities and urbanization pressures bring with them the risk of habitat
fragmentation and a decrease in species diversity. Therefore, developing conservation strategies
based on cooperation between local governments, tourism businesses, and civil society
organizations is of great importance. Habitat monitoring studies and nature conservation
projects carried out with the participation of the local people, especially in less developed areas
such as G6lkdy, Mazi, and Karaova , are among the positive examples.

Activities carried out within the scope of biodiversity conservation include mapping
seagrass meadows and caretta caretta turtles. Practices such as monitoring loggerhead turtle
nesting areas, supporting bee populations, and protecting local seeds stand out. These efforts
both ensure the continuity of ecosystem services and strengthen the connection between the
local people and nature. The protection of natural areas is possible not only through physical
boundaries but also through social awareness and participation.

We are closely monitoring and supporting all these efforts being made across the
destination.

3.13. Wildlife Conservation and Support

Due to its location at the intersection of terrestrial and marine ecosystems, it has a rich
diversity of wildlife. Sea turtles (Caretta caretta ) and Mediterranean monk seals ( Monachus)
are particularly observed along the coastline. The Eurasian squamata (Euphorbia monachus )
and various bird species are among the main living groups that enhance the ecological value of
the region. The conservation of these species is not only an environmental responsibility but
also a fundamental component of a sustainable tourism vision.

Efforts to support wildlife include protecting nesting areas, reducing light pollution,
controlling plastic waste that threatens marine life, and ensuring the continuity of natural life
corridors. Monitoring and rehabilitation studies, particularly in sensitive areas such as the
Kiidiir Peninsula, G6lkdy Lagoon, and the Mazi region, are carried out in collaboration with
local NGOs and academic institutions.

Developing wildlife-friendly living practices by local communities and businesses is critical
to the success of conservation efforts. In this context, it is recommended that tourism facilities
include special considerations for wildlife in their environmental impact assessments, that
construction processes incorporate planning that does not harm natural habitats, and that
awareness-raising training programs be widely implemented. Wildlife conservation is a
strategic investment not only for the continued existence of existing species but also for the
sustainability of ecosystem services. We support and endorse such investments for wildlife
conservation.

By monitoring endemic and local plant and animal species living in the region , we aim to
create activities that can benefit biodiversity.

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The Mausoleum of Halicarnassus is one of Bodrum's must-see historical structures.

Mausolus ." Today, it is a museum-like tomb monument located quite close to Bodrum Castle.
The mausoleum represents both Greek and Egyptian architecture.

The stones of the Mausoleum of Halicarnassus were used in the construction of Bodrum
Castle. It is believed that the monument stood for approximately 1500 years before being
destroyed by an earthquake. The remaining fragments are on display at the British Museum .

Although not much remains of the Mausoleum of Halicarnassus, considered one of the
Seven Wonders of the World, it is still among the most important historical sites that must be
seen.

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Museums are spaces that house objects and stories related to culture, art, nature, science,
and technology. Learning becomes more engaging and exciting when faced with real objects in
museums, leading to more effective learning. One of the most important roles of museums is to
educate and inform people.

The warnings given at the museum should be heeded.

Visitors should follow the staff's instructions and the visitor guidelines posted inside the
museum.

At the entrances, identification or museum card must be presented if required, and entry
is by ticket only.

Visitors to the museum should be quiet and avoid making noise.

It is important not to touch or write on the artifacts and their display cases (bases) in the
museum (this warning should be given especially when going to open-air museums and
archaeological sites), not to damage the items, not to remove all or any part of the
items/artifacts from the area, and not to damage the artifacts.

Pay attention to the signs in the museum indicating whether or not photography is
permitted.

Pay attention to the warnings about whether or not to take flash photos in the museum
you are visiting.

Listen carefully to what is being said, and ask the guides and (if available) the museum
education specialists about anything you are curious about.

The staff member whose expertise we sought regarding the works should be thanked.
Food and drinks are not allowed in museums.

Ancient city sites should not be destroyed, protected areas should not be entered, and
their surroundings should not be polluted.

Picnicking, lighting fires, littering, and paying attention to warning signs are prohibited
in natural recreation areas and forests.

On group tours, you should not separate from the group. If you think you have become
separated from the group or are lost, you should ask for help from the staff and go to the
information desk.

During the trip, disruptive behavior towards others should be avoided. Inappropriate
familiarity with adults and children should be avoided, and people should not be made
to feel uncomfortable.

The buying and selling of historical artifacts should not be done without the necessary
permits and documents. Illegal buying and selling should not be allowed.

In religious tourism, which includes visits to places of worship such as mosques, churches,
and synagogues, it is important to adhere to the religious guidelines of the place of worship and
to visit with tolerance.

Adopt the
principle of "take back what you brought with you."

To avoid harming endemic or sensitive species, flowers should not be picked, animals
should not be touched, and their natural habitats should not be interfered with.

When observing wildlife, do so from a distance and without using a flash. Respect the
animals' boundaries to avoid stressing them.

If you have pets, they must always be walked on a leash and kept under control during
nature walks. Remember that they can pose a threat to wild animals.

Hunting must be carried out in accordance with the laws and regulations established for
hunting. Respect must be shown for wildlife and natural life.

To protect biodiversity, products made from endangered species should not be
purchased.
